Today we are going to play a game called “Freeze Dance” to help you memorize our verse.  
 
When I say GO you will all spread out around the room making sure to not be too close to 
another child. You will need room to dance! I will start the music and I want you to dance until 
the song stops. If I catch you moving after the music you will have to say the memory verse 
before you can rejoin the dance party.
